· The reimbursement for travel expenses was given.

Property Tax 

The Ohio Township Association is a member of Ohioans to Protect Public Services, a statewide coalition of more than 65 organizations working to explain the serious consequences of eliminating all property taxes on homes and businesses without a plan to replace the lost revenue, which multiple experts say would trigger big increases in income and sales taxes, massive cuts in essential local public services, or a combination of both.
As conversations continue around property taxes in Ohio, the coalition has developed resources to help communicate what is at stake for local communities and the essential services property taxes support.

Of the taxes the township receives, 14% goes to the General Fund, 6% to Roads, 5% to Parks, 30% to Fire and 45% to Police.

Webinar on Implementing the “No Tax on Overtime” Federal Changes

I attended a webinar explaining the “One Big Beautiful Bill Act’s No Tax on Overtime Provision”.  Not all overtime is qualified overtime for the deduction on federal taxes.  For instance, when working Holidays, they are paid as “time and a half” which is overtime.  However, for tax deduction purposes it is not qualified overtime if hours already worked in the week did not equal more than forty.  Also, only the premium is considered qualified overtime.  This is “the half” of “time and a half”.  

IRS is implementing a draft of 2026’s W2.  It will be required for us to list “qualified overtime” on W2’s for tax year 2026.  Uniform Accounting Network (UAN) will not assist with the calculations of this process.

Aetna Insurance

I received notification from our Representative for Aetna that we will be receiving a $3.00 per employee discount for our dental coverage per month.  This is approximately a $430 annual savings than their price they quoted.

State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF) Program Closeout

Notification has been received that the closeout award has been granted for our Local Fiscal Recovery Fund due to successfully submitting a fully compliant final report, including certification.  This was for the $349,056.73 we received in 2021-22 that was restricted to expend for purposes of relief during COVID. 

Policy Review

Some policies are in the process of being reviewed to comply with Federal and Ohio Law.  It is recommended to review these annually for updates.

Also, the Auditor of State Bulletins recommend new policies to be created or revised.  Cybersecurity is one that we were required to adopt last year.  Implementation of the technical and training requirement is due no later than June 30th, 2026.   Information when received has been sent to our Administrator/IT and Board.

Just recently, we received an advisory from the Auditor of State’s Office regarding credit card convenience fees.  Public offices are encouraged to implement a policy and exercise sound judgement and fiscal responsibility when incurring and paying such fees.  Whenever feasible, alternative payment methods that do not include convenience fees – such as ACH transfers, checks, or other direct payment options – should be used to minimize costs.  Recommendations for our policy change has been sent to our Board for review.

Another advisory we received from the Auditor of State’s Office is regarding the new Federal Accessibility Standard of State and Local Government Websites.  Public entities must ensure their web content and mobile apps meet the Americans with Disabilities Act accessibility requirements in accordance with the timeline given.  Our compliance date is set for April 26th, 2028.  

The Ohio Township Association Service Corporation offers assistance to make sure our website meets these requirements.  I contacted them to request a free review and will be setting up a conference call with them soon.  There is no fee for the conference call.  Our current website host:  Neon Goldfish will also be contacted.
